FINISHING and SANDING
| have been asked to talk about finishing work on and off the lathe.

The first thing | was taught when | was furniture polishing was to look at the job and think what the item
would look like with polish on it. To do this we used a rag with water on it. | would wipe the piece with hot
water — | would do this for two reasons.

1 — to see what the wood would look like with a natural finish.

2 — to lift the grain of the wood for the final sand which | used 800 to 1000 grit sandpaper.

By wetting the wood you can often see sanding marks that you otherwise would not see. If this is the case
and you see sanding marks you then have to re-sand and decide which grit paper to use. Depending on
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the type of wood, for example a hard wood you could use 100 grit paper because it won't bite into the wood
as much as if you had soft wood.

When you think the job is ready for polish, go out of the room/shed for a break and then come back and
have another look. Quite often by doing this you can spot mistakes in your piece. A lot of people use
sanding sealer before the final polish which can be a good thing but more expensive and probably
unnecessary. All sanding sealer does is lock the grain in the wood which allows you to polish or oil straight
away. When | was polishing we used a jug of hot water applied with a rag and then let the wood dry which
normally takes a couple of minutes. By doing this the water lifts the grain of the wood, then | would lightly
sand with 800 — 1000 grit paper. Once this is done we are ready for polishing.

Now you need to decide what to finish it with — oil or lacquers and if you need stain.

| will be doing a quick demo at the next Guild Meeting. | hope to see a full house and will answer any
guestions you may have.

If we didn't have the latter
type nothing would change. | was once told that there are certain sizes and measurements that are the
basis of Woodturning, but | believe we should challenge those beliefs to a certain degree to keep things
moving.

I've personally had a few things taken off the table as it didn't fit the rules but | didn't care much because
there is no real gain from following the rules. Don't get me wrong, earning these certificates is something
exhilarating and an important step of being a beginner. The older members will already know that they will
end up with drawers and drawers full of certificates.

The real success is having a piece that is different to everyone else's. Something that is distinctly your
own.

| think we should broaden our horizons and deepen our skill levels, so, instead of putting a chisel into wood
to create a bowl, some of us might like to try something different. | have built many architectural houses
and know when there is a one off , a design that you will never see again. That is the difference between
the standard package home and a house that is a work of art.

| don't want to be misunderstood , it isn't the things that are over the top, it is the things that are so simple
but perfect. I've built houses with gate gugens as door handles, bridges inside homes joining the floors
together. | also know houses are about budgets.

| think wood turning is a different story, and it comes down to how far you are willing to push the
boundaries. Let's push the boundaries ( No top turner has got there by playing it safe ).

| challenge you to walk into your pantry and come out with something that would change a piece of wood.
Who knows it just might be so crazy that it works. Feel free to discuss anything about my thoughts. My
barn door is always open.
